     We are looking forward to seeing you as we return for our first furlough in October, 
2008.  We have been busy setting up our schedule and have over fifty meetings to attend 
while we are back.  We will be in sixteen states including Ontario.  God has blessed us by 
already providing a vehicle and housing for our furlough.  We are so thankful to our 
sending church, Valley Forge Baptist Temple and Pastor Scott Wendal, for this.  
Soon we will be boxing up our household belongings to be packed into a shipping 
container for storage while we are away.  We are also trying to prepare our children for 
furlough and some reverse culture shock!  They will need to wear shoes again!  Our 
three youngest children have no memories of America so things will be strange for them, 
especially the cold weather!

How many men does it take 
to put up a new electric pole?!

  Last week, we had nine men from the electric 
company come to our house to replace the pole. 
It was completely hollowed out by termites.  We 
watched in amazement as they dragged the new 
pole into our yard and then lifted it together as a 
group into the hole!  The leader would sing a song 
and the workers would join in at the appropriate 
time, all lifting together at the right 
point in song!  While three of the 
men were reconnecting the wires, 
the other six were resting in our yard.  
All these men are from the Buganda 
tribe.  Thankfully, we have helped 
with the translation of our tract into 
their language!  We gave them each 
a tract and it was great to see them 
reading it right there - some of them 
even reading out loud!  They discussed it in their 
language and even asked Lawrence some 
questions.  Please pray for their salvation.

Our new favorite food - chicken on a stick (pix in Sept 07)
In Ateso - stop = 6 ways/words to say it
To lie/deceive = __ ways

Another praise is that Lawrence and fellow missionary Dan Dwire were able to 
put together a new songbook for the church. It is a mixture of English hymns 
and Ateso songs that Lawrence has been able to compile. All but 18 of the 139 
songs are in the Ateso language (some are translated hymns). The people 
here really enjoy singing!

Preparing For Our Next Term 
    Thank you for your prayers for us regarding wha t 
town to start a church in after our return from our  
furlough.  God has led us to a town about 45 minutes 
away called Ngora.  After searching, we have not found 
any gospel-preaching churches in Ngora.  We are excited 
about the opportunities that we see there for planting a 
church.  We praise the Lord that we were able to find 
one house in town that will be a great fit for our family.  
The choices were very slim!   Generally, houses are  
small with small rooms, but this one seems to be made for 
us.  Currently, the house is unfinished (only cement floor, 
brick walls, and tin roof).  Usually houses here are built 
over many years.  We are hoping to encourage the 
Landlady to finish the house before we return from our 
furlough.  She will need to put in the doors and windows, 
a water tower, a fence, plumbing and electricity, and a 
sewer pit before we can move in.  We will be meeting 
with the Landlady in August to discuss these details, so 
please pray with us.
